IMPORTANT FAMILY DOCUMENTS
Where are your important family documents?  All too often the service member or spouse hasn't the slightest idea, and these important documents might be in any of several different locations.  Since you might need these papers in the event of a family crisis or an emergency, it would be a good idea to have a central container to keep them in.  An inexpensive but good protective container, such as a fireproof steel document box would be most ideal.  Even a simple file holder or a shoebox can serve the purpose.  Getting all these documents together can save you time and anxiety.  Keep the container in a place where it is readily accessible.
